These temples are considered to be the remnants of

Hariharalaya, the first capital of the Khmer Empire which existed for over 70 years under 4 kings. The area was a significant

political and religious center in the late 9th century. Today, the Roluos Group is a UNESCO World Heritage Site. The most
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well-preserved of the three main temples is Bakong. Bakong temple: This pyramid shaped temple is thought to have been

built by Indravarman I in 881. The structure is tiered with five levels and has laterite construction. There are eight smaller

shrines located around the base of the temple. Climbing to the top of the pyramid offers panoramic views of the surrounding

area.
